Anti-bullying Procedure

2. Bullying in any form is unacceptable and it will be taken seriously and dealt with
promptly. Staff will:
e Implement procedures to confront bullying in any form
e Listen to all parties involved in incidents
¢ Investigate incidents promptly and as fully as possible
e Take appropriate action or refer to Centre Manager as appropriate
e Record in the appropriate students’ file.
e Share with parents of the victim and bully, incidents of persistent and/or
serious bullying.
¢ Promote the use of a range of learning styles and strategies which

challenge bullying behaviour.
